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              "The Battlefield of My Mind- Mind Games the Enemy Plays”

The location where Jesus was crucified is called “Golgotha” which means “Place of the Skull.” To be effective in spiritual warfare, the first area of conflict we must learn to do battle is in our mind!  The Place of the Skull!  We are what we think therefore the uncrucified thoughts of our minds are a breeding ground and prime battlefield for demonic attacks from Satan.  To Defeat Satan, we must crucify our frame of mind, and resurrect it with the mind of Christ Jesus! Renewed, Resurrected and Resolved to do the perfect Will of God.

I. Preparing My Mind for Spiritual Warfare!

a. Know that the Devil had declared all out war on your life

b. Discern and acknowledge the areas of your nature that are unguarded and open to satanic attack

c. Satan moves in darkness Jude vs.6 says And angels who did not keep their own domain, but abandoned their proper abode, He has kept in eternal bonds under darkness for the judgment of the great day.
d. Remember the devil has the ability to maneuver his way inside of darkness, especially the darkness that exists inside the Christian Heart!

II. Beware of the “I” factor!
a. We must be careful of the areas in our lives that have “I” in the middle.

i. PRIDE, SIN, LIES, STRIFE

b. Know the areas vulnerable to attacks from Satan? Then Repent and Resist.

III. Does my mind convince me it’s the Devil when it’s really my Flesh?

a. Our FLESH has a bulls-eye target all over it

b. Who is in you? The Spirit of Carnality or the Spirit of Christ Jesus.

c. What is in you?

d. Separate what is flesh from what is the Devil.

e. OUR BIGGEST ENEMY IS A REGLECTION OF OURSELVES

IV. Submit to God by Humbling yourself in His presence and to His Will

a. To Humble yourself: to refuse to defend your image, actions, thoughts, deed or opinion, knowing you are corrupt and full of sin.

b. Repent or turn away from all manner of self-righteousness, acknowledging you are a new creature.  Transformed in the likeness of Jesus Christ (Eph 4:24).
c. When the attack comes acknowledge that you fall short, and then remind the enemy that nothing in our flesh could produce righteousness, but because of the blood of Jesus, He alone became our righteousness.
